Grading policy:

Students have the opportunity to earn .5 credit for attending and participating in Support Class.  LRC requirements to earn credit are as follow:
· Fulfill PLOW expectations (earn 4 points per day)

1 Point: (P - Prepared) Coming to class prepared – MUST have work from another class, a book to 
                                     read, or something to work on.  You will NOT be allowed to leave class to get work.

1 Point: (L–Log daily work habit) Organizational Skills – Daily Log Sheet/Reflect on how well you           

                                      worked during the hour (work output)
            1 Point: (O - On time) Coming to class on time
            1 Point: (W–Work) Staying on task during class – working; not disrupting the  
                                        learning environment, following directions, etc.

· 267 Points Total for the Trimester
· You must have a minimum of 200 Points and pass at least 4 Core classes to pass LRC support class.  PLEASE REMEMBER every absence –4 Points.  Sixteen absences will leave you at               the 200 Point mark.

Classroom rules:

· Students are expected to be on time, ready to work with necessary materials.

· Respect your self, peers and the learning environment.  Disrupting the learning environment is not permitted.  

· First offense – non verbal warning 

· Second offense – verbal warning 
· Third offense – Sent to Mrs. Fons’ office (discipline referral) 
· Electronic equipment:  Cell phones/iPods are not to be used in class, unless given permission by the teacher.  If given permission to listen to music once again by the teacher, students are ONLY allowed to listen to playlists absolutely no texting or searching for music via YouTube or Internet.  
· Drinks and snacks are permitted in the classroom as long as they’re away from the computer area.
Student expectations:

· In class, you are expected to pay attention, volunteer, participate, and behave in a manner appropriate for high school students according to the Student Code of Conduct.   Class participation demonstrates your willingness to learn.  

· Student attendance is strongly recommended after six absences you put your grade/credit in jeopardy.

· When you return from an absence, you are expected to ask a peer or teacher about your missed work.

· Keep me informed about concerns or difficulties in your other classes.

· Students are to track grades/missing assignments weekly using the Synergy website.

· The teacher dismisses you when your surrounding work area is clean, computers are shut down and everyone has organized their work.  This occurs the last two minutes of class.
Passes:

· Passes are for 5 minutes.  
· If you are tardy to class, a pass will not be permitted that day.
· Passes are not permitted when there is a substitute.
· Passes are not given out the first or last fifteen minutes of the hour.
· Passes are given at the discretion of the teacher based on daily work performance.
· Failure to act appropriately in the hallway will result in the loss of passes for the rest of the trimester.
